of Flowers" opens in London at the cud of the month. Together the 

writers wrote, discussed, argued, drank, wrote, played cards, rewrote; 

they wrote new things, revised ol<l ones, disagreed with one another ... 

The pieces to be seen tonight represent a small part of the result. 

The choice was regulated by shorln~ss, simplicity, entertainment value, 

and also - and this was the foremost considerntion - by the benefit 

the authors themselves co:1sidercd they wonk! derive by seeing their 

pieces rehearsed and per formed.
