Jazz at Questors 
Musicians plus Stan Room equals Jazz 

Jazz during the New Plays Festival seems to ha""e become a fixture. Certainly local musicians 
have come t o expect it and certainly I have wr-itten these notes before. I hope tha1 many 
visitors to t he New Plays w il-1 ha-v-e been to a previous ·s.ession and know Wha,t to expect or, 
if not, can -consu l,t la'St yea,r's programme in which I tried t o descrrbe a "ja.zz happening" for 
those who had not w itnessed one. 

Instead of r•epeating that artic le I wou ld like t o c la rify the me thod, musicians have of com­
munica-ting with ·each other w h ile playing. Obviously improvisation needs a framework and 
tha t framework must be capable of a iteration as the music develops- hence the sign lan.guag-e. 
If you see a mus ician hold up the fi rst two fingers of his ·ri.ght hand, that s.ign does not have 
it s us-ua,I mean.in.g. It means a key change to D major, two sharps . In. fact f ingers held up in­
d icate sha·rps a-nd f ingers held down indicate flats. The key of C w ith no sharps. or flats is 
shorwn by form ing the fing-ers into th.e sh ape of the le tte r. 

The fi.rst finger drawn acmss the throat as irf s li tting it means that the numb er is to f inish 
on this chorus, w h ile a f inger po int ing with Ki tchener dir,ectness a.t a mus:ician means it is 
all yours, and no arguments . -Fra-n Nc waving of the hand above the head means that an o ld 
friend has arrived, while the forefinger over the lips means his w ife is w ith him. 

Changes in te mpo are indicat ed by nodding ~he head or waving the elbow, seldom by stamp­
ing the foot. T he f irst two finge~s p laced a.ga-inst ·the temple as in. su icide indica-te an apolo gy 
for wrong notes or intruding into ano ~her musicians domain w h ile the nose held betw een 
f inger a,nd thumb has the universal derisory significance. The last sign, we hope·, w ill not be 
seen in t he Stanis lavsky Room on- July 4th.
