THE QUESTORS THEATRE, London, was founded in 1929 and has 
been established at its present home in Ealing, in West London, 
since 1933. The original theatre was a converted chapel shared with 
the local Boy Scouts and equipped at a cost of abou t £75. This 
building continued in use until 1963, when it was demolished to 
make way for a new theatre. The new bu ii ding is an adaptable 
theatre, with facilities for apron, arena and proscenium staging, and 
together with its ancillary buildings cost £120,000. It was opened in 
April 1964 and has attracted interest from theatre people all over 
the world. The Ouestors Company is entirely amateur, and presents 
some fourteen plays each year at the theatre. In addition there are 
occasional performances by visiting professional companies. 

The Ouestors is a Theatre Club, therefore only members may purchase 
tickets - BUT ITS EASY TO JOIN. Current annual subscription is 
£3.50 but full-time students and those under 18 years of age may 
obtain membership for £1.50 per year. Associate Membership (for 
those living outside a radius of 25 miles of the theatre) is available at 
£1.00 per year. All members, other than Associate Members, are en­
titled to an average of 10 free seats per year to Ouestors productions.
