Originally written for Hull Truck Theatre Company, Ladies' Day has been
produced by many theatre companies all over the country since #s premiare
in 2005. There are many good reasons for this, not least becauss it offers
four brilliant, substantial parts for women. There ars men loo. In fact, the
seript does suggest that the six male characters can be played by one man
| decided against this for a number of reasons. Firstly, this play really doas
focus on the women and to risk bringing mere attention to one male acter
would imbalance the plece. | was also lucky enough lo have plenty of
talented men audition for the production, so was more than able to cast six
men to play the small but lovely and Important male roles.

In 2005, Ascot racecourse was being refurbished and so the whaole summar
event of Royal Ascot was relocated to York racecourse. This provides the
slimulus for the story of a group of women working in a fish plant in Hull
puiting en the'r best hats and setting off lo Ladies' Day. Taken away from
their normal, relentless routine and into an unfamiliar and glamorous
environment, they have the chance lo pursue their own dreams and
ambitions — be that meeting Tony Christie, rubbing shoulders with
celebrities n the hope of making it as a star, catching a glimpse of the
Quaen or taking one last shat at a dreanm which is almast over.

On first reading the scripl, my concerns were that it may be difficult to
relafe to these working class women and lake them seriously, | wantad
audiences to be laughing with the women, not ai them. However, it didn't
take long for Amanda Whiltingten's \.‘tnndar’u\fy drawn characters to emerge
and speak for themselves and by the erd of my first reading | was
convinced of this play's warm heart. There is plenty of humour drawn from
the situation bul nol at the expense of these woman and their vary real
troublas, secrets and dreams. Reminiscent of Victorla Waod's excallent
series Dinnerladies, this similarly provides funny characters who we care a
great deal about and who find courags to overcomea the'r circumstances.
Exploring the delicate balance which axists within famale relationships, their
friendships are tested to the limit and they all face lite-changing decisions.

In their own ways, the ladies are all close to a boundary within their own
lives and either pushing to break through or anxicusly holding back. The
tion fuels these changes and by the end nothing will ever be the same

This has really been a happy rehearsal process and is a testament to the
goergeous peopls on board. We've had fun playing with ways o show the
fish factory (sans fish), discovering the tictac signals and immersing
aurselves in the songs of Tony Christie whose songs are the inspiration for
the choice of racing horses and featurs heavily throughout the piece. The
Hull accent has posed ne problem for the actors, but has instead provided
‘humour when discussing "cans of Kirk®

The challenge of portraying two very different settings in a small, intimate
space like The Studio was no problem as we have been lucky enough ta
have a very exparienced designer who has realised it all beautifully.

The cast and crew have all had great fun rehearsing this show and we wish
you the same joy in watching it.
